Grand Ravine: Haiti Baptist Church supports Armand
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The anti-gang operation of Monday, November 13 in Grand-Ravine is causing casualties in the camp of the police as well as in the civilian population. According to the report released by the National Police of Haiti (PNH), two policemen were killed by bandits. 3 alleged bandits stopped by the police, 4 injured PNH agents and more than thirty individuals arrested.

The number of these individuals now locked up includes a well-known figure, Armand Louis, director of the Evangelical College Maranatha, "wounded", "brutalized" accused of "complicity with bandits. "

Because the operation was carried out on the campus of the Protestant Union Evangelical Baptist Mission of Haiti, because the engineer Armand represented the Protestant Federation of Haiti to the presidential election verification commission of 2015, the Protestant sector is directly concerned by his case particularly.

In a press release issued Tuesday, November 14, the Protestant Union Evangelical Baptist Union of Haiti (UEBH) informs to have brought, through his lawyer, "legal assistance and moral support" to Mr. Armand.

"The leaders of UEBH understand that the police are very affected by the fate of their brothers in arms, the statement said, They extend their sympathies to all the families of the victims in this case. But also, they lament firmly their behavior towards Eng. Armand for whom all who know him can testify to his integrity, his rectitude and his interest in the education of all the children of the zone. "

The UEBH mission does not want to stop there. It "calls for an investigation to determine the conditions under which the valiant police and innocent victims of the College have died" and expresses it’s wish for "happiness" for "our city and our community, which requires a commitment to rule of law. "
