MINUJUSTH –United Nations Mission for the Support of Justice in Haiti-- "condemns violence in Grand Ravine"
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Three days after the anti-gang operation in Grand Ravine, the United Nations Mission for the Support of Justice in Haiti (UNMIJUSTH) spoke on the situation yesterday Thursday, November 16, beginning with it "condemns" the violence.  They then offer "condolences to the families of the victims and their sympathies to the wounded. "

In addition to two policemen killed and four wounded during this operation, the director of the PNH (Haitian National Police) in the west, Alain Auguste, quoted by AFP, recognizes that no less than seven civilians have lost their lives in this district, and thirty-one people are arrested.

Mr. Auguste announced the opening of "two internal investigations, one conducted by the General Inspectorate and the other conducted by the Departmental Directorate, are underway to determine the circumstances" of the facts.

MINUJUSTH Chief Susan D. Page says "take notice" and "urges the national authorities to immediately launch a judicial investigation to ensure that those responsible for the violence are prosecuted in accordance with the rule of law and all transparency. "

"In the context of the implementation of its mandate to support the strengthening of the rule of law, the professionalization of the PNH and respect for human rights, MINUJUSTH is determined to ensure that all the light must shine on these these events, "the statement concluded.
