The failure of the operation of the PNH is due to a lack of planning
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The operation of dismantling gangs in the populous district of Grand Ravine "was poorly planned", according to Pierre Espérance (National Network For the Defense of Human Rights). For other politicians including the former Director General of Police, Mario Andrésol, UDMO and CIMO should not be involved in these types of intervention.

The Grand Ravine case continues to shake the web and the media: two policemen killed by bandits, 4 injured agents, more than thirty individuals arrested, 3 alleged bandits stopped. This is the record of the PNH, following an operation conducted by the UDMO. In the opinion of more than one, the failure of this operation that failed to apprehend the real culprits is "due to a lack of professionalism," according to Pierre Espérance of RNDDH.

The former Director General of the Police Mario Andresol condemns, for its part, the death of these two policemen occurred at a time that it considers inappropriate where it has already recorded the loss of several agents of the PNH. He also considers that the collateral damage caused as part of the Grand Ravine gang dismantling operation is due to a lack of planning and information by the HNP agents.

UDMO police officers assigned as part of this operation should not be involved in these types of operations in slums. He called on the PNH to define other strategies, including community policing, in order to avoid too many victims both in the ranks of the police and at the level of the civilian population.

It is a lack of management and planning at the level of the PNH for these types of operations in these slums which causes the death of the two police officers, declares Andrésol. He blames the chaotic situation in these neighborhoods on the former heads of state who have never thought of improving the subhuman conditions in which the inhabitants live. What breeds banditry, he hinted.

The police must develop other strategies to operate including community policing. The acts of brutality of the agents animate a feeling of mistrust among the population. "After neutralizing an individual, he is beaten, brutalized, inflicted inhuman treatment," says Mario Andresol. This makes these interventions difficult because the public does not trust this policy and is reluctant to provide information in an investigation.
