POLICE  IN CIVILIAN CLOTHES AND MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC SUPPORT THE NATIONAL POLICE: SOME DENOUNCED THE FACT THAT SOME POLICE OFFICERS ARE ON THE RUN WHILE BANDITS ARE RUNNING THE STREETS, OTHERS DENOUNCED THE POLITICIZATION OF THE POLICE

Port-au-Prince, November 29, 2017 - (AHP) - Plainclothes police and members of the public protested Wednesday in Port-au-Prince in solidarity with the agents who participated in the November 13 operation  at Grand Ravine. Some of them also denounced the fact that some police officers would be prosecuted for demanding better living and working conditions

The operation of November 13 had resulted in the death of a dozen people including two policemen, Boyard Jimmy and Philidor Guy Evens, both members of the elite unit UDMO (Departmental Unit of Order) which had been deployed on the spot.

The protesters came to show their dissatisfaction with the outcome of the case. Indeed, one of the agents who participated in the operation, Gleessend Philidor, brother of Guy Evens killed in Grand Ravine, is currently on the run (from being prosecuted, tfl).

He is the subject of a search notice for having shot at least 5 people in cold blood.

We do not support that police are on the run while bandits run the streets, protesters chanted, while others denounced the politicization of the police.

Nearly two weeks ago, a spokesman for the General Inspector of National Police, Inspector Jean-Claude Benjamin, admitted that there was a police blunder during the November 13 operation, and that the culprits would be punished.

It is also he who had announced that the policeman Philidor is actively sought because he is accused of having shot 5 people during the operation. Even though he had promised Friday the publication in 72 hours of the results of the investigation on this file, these results have still not been made public.
