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The director of Evangelical College Maranatha, engineer Louis Armand, was released on Monday, November 20, eight days after his arrest. After an interrogation in the office of Judge Instructor Brédy Fabien which lasted more than three hours, the director found his release.

At the police station and at the investigating office, he made the same remarks: he says that he was humiliated, mistreated and beaten by police officers. "I even received kicks in the face and chest," said engineer Armand Louis.

The interrogation took place in the presence of Reverend Sylvain Exantus, President of the Protestant Federation of Haiti, Reverend Jacques Louis, President of the Mission Union of Baptist Churches of Haiti (UEBH), the Director of Press Rev. Wadestrand Jean-Baptiste, Director Guilbeau St-Cyr, President of the Federation of Protestant Schools, Messrs. Osner H. Févry, Joël Dénéus, Félix Applys and the Secretary General of the Union of Normalians of Haiti ( UNNOH), Josué Mérilien.

 

The director of Maranatha Evangelical College says he has been keen to establish the truth since the police arrived on the scene until his arrest at the school's premises. According to the official version, the police arrived very early in the courtyard of the establishment, while the director Armand Louis was there around 8:45 am It was the presence of a UNMIJUSTH agent, the engineer Louis would have found death, said Me Févry.

At the investigating office this morning, we began to worry. The indictment to inform was not included in the file. And Mr. Févry exclaims: "This is the trivialization of crime. A massacre took place on the private campus of a Protestant mission college, two policemen were killed by armed people who had climbed the wall separating the college of Grand Ravine. The police officers, furious, summarily executed twelve innocent people who were on the scene, "said Me Févry.

"An application in the form of a complaint, with a civil party claiming the answer to these questions has been submitted:

1. Who sent these policemen to commit this massacre, this unprecedented killing of unarmed civilians on the private campus of a Protestant mission?

2. Who killed the two policemen?

3. Who are the officers of the Departmental Department of the West (DDO) commanded by the Divisional Commissioner Alain Auguste who publicly, in the presence of witnesses, summarily executed the twelve persons whose bodies were observed by a justice of the peace of the section is at the college campus? "Wonders Mr. Osner H. Févry.

After analyzing the file, Judge Fabien found that there was no preliminary information, no indictment to inform, that there was only the police report with an inventory sheet of four lines. From the outset, says Me Févry, the record shows a great weakness. But the judge took all that into account and proceeded to the questioning. Seeing that there are no clues, he released the engineer Armand Louis.

After this release, a briefing was given by the heads of mission to thank all those who, in one way or another, contributed to the release of the director of Evangelical College Maranatha.

Even after his release, the engineer Armand Louis insisted that the light be shed on this massacre that resulted in the death of two policemen and twelve unarmed civilians executed by officers of the PNH, assigned to the DDO, witnesses and camera to support, concluded Mr. Osner Févry.
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
