Grand Ravine: the arrest of the deacon Armand Louis denounced
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Co-coordinator of the Independent Electoral Evaluation Commission set up in 2015, current director of Maranatha Evangelical College, Deacon Louis Armand is currently detained at the Canapé Vert police station. Some PNH (Haitian National Police)agents, as part of the operation to dismantle the gangs of Grand Ravine, "reportedly beat, wounded, and arrested the deacon, vulgarly accusing him of complicity with bandits".

According to a reliable source, Louis Armand is currently at the Canapé-Vert police station where he is receiving medical care from his children. "Even if his health improves, he still has traces of brutality on his face," reveals our source.

A friend of the elders of the Evangelical College Maranatha denounces with the greatest vehemence, this illegal arrest and acts of barbarity perpetrated, Monday, November 13, 2017 around 9am, against the deacon Louis Armand, director of the school, Evangelical College Maranatha.

During an operation in the locality of Grand-Ravine, particularly on the UEBH (Protestant Mission of the Evangelical Baptist Union) Campus, agents of the National Police whose mission is to protect and serve, captured several individuals during a muscular intervention, characterized by exchanging shots between police and bandits.

"In the process, law enforcement agents killed more than a dozen citizens, including the guardian of Maranatha College and a teacher, and violently beat Brother Louis Armand ,wounded him, and arrested him, "vulgarly accusing of complicity with bandits", these elders accused in a note.

Brother Armand, whose condition has worsened since the incident, suffered a stroke that evening, while being deprived of the decent care that his case requires. He is currently in the hands of police officers who wish to avenge their brothers in arms at any cost, the note continues.

Armand Louis is a training engineer, director for 30 years of  the Evangelical Maranatha College, which has been helping to transform the citizens of the area for 60 years. He was chosen in 2015 as representative of the Protestant sector to be part of the first presidential audit commission on elections that year.

The friend strongly denounces an attempt to discredit and lynch him in the media and social networks, a man who devoted his whole life to the service of education promoting citizen involvement in the community  and the reduction of delinquency in an area delivered to bandits.

As a result, college alumni draw the attention of human rights organizations and urge them to intervene urgently so that the deacon can be released unconditionally.
